Professor Ashfaque Hossain PhD is one of the leading historians of South Asia with 

extensive experience of conducting research on colonial globalization and economic 

history of nineteenth and twentieth centuries’ Bengal and South Asia. He is currently 

serving as the Chairman of the Department of History, University of Dhaka. Professor 

Hossain is a highly accomplished scholar, with ten books as well as several articles in

Professor Hossain is the Founder 

Director of the Centre for Research on Bangladesh Liberation War 

(CRBL), University of Dhaka. He is the recipient of various awards and honours. Notable
