The Department of Islamic History and
Culture (THC), Dhaka University, has court-
ed a controversy by setting up a pavilion to
celebrate this year's Saraswati Puja.

Netizens including DU students began
questioning the religious and academie
identity of the department taking to the
social media. They also expressed various
reactions on social media, with pictures of
the pavilion circulating widely on the first
day of Puja celebrations. 2

Some of them criticized the act as being
against the Islamic faith, others supported
it, treating it as a symbol of religious harmo-
ny at the university.

Despite the social media uproar, the uni-
versity administration and faculty members

stood by the initiative.
Dr. Md. Akhtaruzzaman, former Vice-

His remarks indicate that the faculty
viewed the pavilion as an inclusive student-
led initiative, rather than an endorsement of
any particular religious belief. -

approval, arguing that Islamic teachings
fundamentally oppose idol worship. V3
