Building, the Vice-
Chancellor and the
| Planning Ministry's

Advisor underscored that
the recognition pro-
gramme is a cornerstone
of the university's strate-
gy to foster a robust

research culture-an
essential criterion for
climbing international

university rankings.

"Research excellence
must become part of the
institution's DNA, not
just an isolated achieve-
ment,” remarked a senior
university official.

Enhancing the student
experience also features
prominently in DU's
roadmap. New communi-
cation channels, intro-
duced under Deputy
Registrar Aminul Islam,
include email and
WhatsApp-based servic-
es, promising a 48-hour
resolution time for docu-
mentation-related
queries.

In a move welcomed by
students and alumni
alike, the university has
slashed its transcript
transmission fees from
USD 50 to USD 10-a step
seen as removing barriers
for graduates pursuing
higher education and
career opportunities
abroad. This aligns with
global ranking metrics
that consider alumni suc-
cess and international
engagement.

On the infrastructure

front, DU has allocated

Tk 2.835 million to reno-

vate the concrete road

connecting the Arts

Building to the Lecture

Theatre and Madhur

Canteen. The construc-

tion work has necessitat- |
ed a temporary closure of
the thoroughfare until
May 23.

Beyond roadworks, the
university is also expand-
ing its transcript service
facilities and upgrading
its Information Centre-
measures designed to
boost student satisfac-
tion, a factor that is
increasingly influential in !
global university assess- [
ments. f
