The session featured a keynote presentation by Professor Dr. M. Rezaul Islam, Director of IQAC, University of
Dhaka. In his presentation, he provided a comprehensive discussion on the context of bullying in academic
institutions, its social and psychological impacts, and the roles and responsibilities of both teachers and students in
preventing bullying. He emphasized the importance of participatory approaches, fostering tolerance, and promoting
responsnble behavior within the campus community.

Participants engaged in interactive sessions, including a Q & A segment and experience-sharing discussions, which
facilitated the exchange of valuable perspectives and practical strategies to combat bullying. This created a
collaborative learning environment, empowering participants to play a more proactive role in promoting a respectful
and safe campus culture. '
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Notably, the workshop was attended by 50 departmental student advisors and 200 class representatives (one
from each semester or year) from various departments and institutes across the university.

It is expected that this workshop will serve as a milestone towards establishing the University of Dhaka as a role
model in ensuring a bullying-free, safe, and inclusive academic environment.
